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Introduction

Welcome to the Suite26 APl documentation. This document will provide details to enable users to connect and
use the Suite26 Application Programming Interface (API).

The API is a layer which sits on top of Suite26 and allows you or your developer to access and manipulate data
stored in Suite26 from within your own applications or websites.

The Suite26 APl uses SOAP as its preferred web service protocol.
SOAP is an XML based protocol which means Simple Object Access Protocol. It allows structured messages to be
sent between a server and a client. It relies on other protocols such as HTTP and RPC (Remote Procedure Call) for

message negotiation and submission.

When a SOAP message is sent (i.e. in a structured XML format) to the web service which holds the underlying
information, the web service should return a structured response back.

Who is this document aimed at...?
This document is aimed at those who have an understanding of XML and HTTP. This document should be used
solely as a reference for the Suite26 API unless otherwise stated.
In order to fully use the API you would need to have knowledge of:
a) How the HTTP protocol works and full understanding of what a request and response is

b) A programming language i.e. Perl, PHP, ASP, ASP.net, Python, C#, etc...

c) Web services, XML and the SOAP protocol.
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We have implemented the two most common styles for SOAP, rpc-encoded and document-literal to suit any
developer’s taste when it comes to soap protocol styles. Knowing which you want to implement is key to how
your integration will work with the Suite26 API.

Getting Started...

Using the API could not be easier for web developers and programmers. This document will provide examples
written in PHP to get you started off with, however, if you use another language apart from PHP to connect to the
interface, please email e.straughn@globalgold.co.uk if you would like to contribute to further development for
your chosen language.

For all requests you will need an APl key and password. You can retrieve your key and get/set your password by
logging into your Suite26 account and then clicking the Options tab, followed by the View All Clients link. Your
API key and password for each client is then shown. To set or change the password, simply edit the client details.

This document has been split up into separate sections to give you examples, provide the reference and the guide

to help you on your way to connecting with the API of Suite26.

WSDL & Endpoints
To connect to the Suite26 API you will need to use either the WSDL and/or the endpoints located below. The
endpoint is where the service is located and where the processing occurs.

We will provide two examples for both rpc-encoded AND document-literal later on in this document.

The endpoints are located at http://api.suite26.net/{style}/{version} and the WSDL is located at
http://api.suite26.net/{style}/{version}/?wsdl.

You must specify which version and the type of style that you intend to use at all times. e.g.
http://api.suite26.net/rpc/1.1 or http://api.suite26.net/document/1.1

*The WSDL path should also use the same version as the endpoint.

Available Methods

Before we start to discuss each method below in more detail, it may be best if you have a brief view of all the
methods available in the Suite26 API. They are grouped into 6 groups.

Group 1: Authentication

Method Description

SetCredentials  Expects an API key and password. It will return back a random authentication token
which should be used with all the functions in GROUPS 2 ¢ 6.

Group 2: Contacts

Method Description

AddContact Allows you to add a contact by sending an array or object, returns the new
Contact Id.

EditContact Allows you to edit or modify an existing contact but you will need to know the

Contact’s Id. Returns the Contact Id.

DeleteContact  Delete a contact by supplying their Contact Id. Returns a true/false Boolean.
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GetAllContacts  Allows you to get all your contacts but there is a 100 record limit and paging must
be used to obtain subsequent records.

GetContactByld Obtain Information about a contact if you have their contact Id. Returns Object \
Array

SearchContacts  You can search on any field (refer to the parameters of this function). Returns a
100 record limit and paging must be used

Group 3: Custom Fields

Method Description

AddCustomField With this function you can add custom fields one at a time. Returns the
custom field id.

EditCustomField Modify existing custom fields. You will need to know the field Id that you
would like to edit. Returns Boolean true\false

DeleteCustomField Allows you to delete a field by passing the field Id to the method.

GetCustomFields Returns an array or object of custom fields. There is a 100 record limit
per request so paging will be necessary if you require.

GetCustomFieldByld Returns an array or object by the numeric Id of the custom fields

GetCustomFieldByFieldld  Returns an array or object by the field Id of the custom fields

Group 4. Groups

Method Description
AddContactGroup Allows you to add a contact group and returns the group Id.
EditContactGroup Allows you to edit a contact group and returns Boolean.

DeleteContactGroup  Allows you to delete a contact group by the contact group Id.
GetContactGroups Returns a list of contact groups.
GetContactGroupByld  Returns a group by its Id.

SearchContactGroups  Allows you to search through the contact groups and returns a list of
contact groups.
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Group 5: Subscribes

Method Description

SubscribeContact Allows you to subscribe a contact globally. This sets the “Do Not Mail”
flag off in Suite26.

UnSubscribeContact Allows you to unsubscribe a contact globally. This sets the “Do Not Mail”
flag on in Suite26.

GetSubscribeContacts Returns a list of contacts who have subscribed or the “Do Not Mail” flag
off.

GetUnSubscribeContacts  Returns a list of contacts who have unsubscribed or the “Do Not Mail”
flag on.

Group 6: Complex Grouping

Method Description

AddContactsToGroup Adds as many contacts as you would like to a group. Returns
Boolean true\false.

RemoveContactsFromGroup Like above, you can remove contacts from a group.

AddGroupToContact Adds any number of groups to a contact.

Complex Types

This should get interesting as we will now explain the structures of the different types which makes up the API.
These structures may contain an array of an array or very complicated integers so please refer to this reference
should you get into any difficulties. This reference will give equivalents using PHP.

Using PHP you could run print_r(Sclient->__getTypes()); which will list all the available complex types that we
describe below. The list also includes the expected variables and their relative simple types i.e. string, int,
boolean.

Let’s start with the most simple to the more complicated types that you will get to know and learn as we proceed
to implement the API. We will start with the functions which are used in Group 1: Authentication and work our
way to the end of the 6 groups.

For your reference, Struct is an object or an array, as used below to define the types.

CredentialsType

CredentialsType is an array that is made up of two single elements called apiEncryptKey and apiPassword. This
type is used to set the handler that will connect to the APl using the SetCredentials method. Both of these values
are required when using this type.

The types above allow you to authenticate and allows you to retrieve a token from the server to access the API.
These types are simple as they only require two elements and only return two elements.

We will now explore two more simple types that allow us to pass an array back to the API.
These two types will appear in most methods that the API returns or expects.

The currentPage element means the current page that we have retrieved the records for, numPages element
means the number of pages found in the query and numRows element means the number of records that is on
the current page.

This concludes all the types that comes together to form the structure of the Suite26 API. These structures help us
to send and receive data across the internet well intact.
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These types simply expand on the existing types to create their own complicated type with many different
capabilities.

So if you have reached here and you are unsure what a type is, we will simplify the meaning for you.

Types are structures. Structures are made up of elements or other structures. A structure is anything you can
build and define its attributes.

Types are used in Suite26 because it makes the interface easier for you to talk with the underlying functionality.
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The Implementation

Getting Familiar

Now you are familiar with the instruments that the API provide, we will now discuss using the methods in a much

greater detail along with the types that are required when you are using these methods. Please remember if you

are connecting via the document-literal style that you will need to pay more attention to the types that have been
previously mentioned above.

Now the API behaves exactly like how modifying \ changing anything in Suite26 does. However, there are not bells
or whistles that will alert you if you are deleting, adding, or modifying details, so you must be diligent. The system
will return fault messages to you in the event that something has gone wrong for example, the API password and

API key was not valid, you have passed the incorrect type into the method and the APl cannot utilise your request.

We advise playing around with Suite26 and getting familiar the screens and prompts. This will help you
understand how contacts are added into the system and how they are modified. It will also help you with the way
contacts are added / removed to and from groups. Also have a view on how the custom fields work as they are
also linked to a contact. The more you use Suite26 the easier implementing the APl will be as you will have used
the actual application and would have a theory on how data can be manipulated.

Apart from the SetCredentials method, you will need to pass your authentication token into every request that is
sent to the API. SetCredentials is the only method that does not require a token to pass into it for it to have a
valid response from the API. However, you will need to obtain an APl key and password.

API keys are automatically set whenever you create a new client in Suite26 and the password you set and change
as and when you want to. The API settings can be viewed and changed in the Options > View All Clients screen in
Suite26. Your API key is permanent and cannot be changed.

Choosing a SOAP Client

Choosing a client to implement SOAP can be a daunting task if you are new to starting out with SOAP. There are
many routes you can explore with many languages having different solutions which all can differ in the techniques
used to implement it. Choosing the right client is very important to how much code you are willing to write and
how much control you want to have over implementing SOAP.

If you are from a Microsoft background you are more than likely to have an IDE editor that will make the request
for you, allowing you to put authentication details into a dialog and automatically setting up the connection for
you as a data source.

If you are from a Linux \ Tux background then you will more likely to either look at having more control on how
you connect and how the data is distributed. There are many interfaces you can use for PHP and Perl. We will
show you examples and show you how to implement using the PHP built-in SoapClient object.

The SoapClient in PHP requires the installation of the PHP soap extension.

Any SoapClient can connect to the Suite26 APl and consume its services.
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Using the Methods
We will start as we previously did with the complex types from the basics to the complex.

Using PHP we will create the SOAP Instance in both Rpc-Encoded and Document-Literal.

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SetCredentials

This method should only ever be used once and should act as a handler. It is used to authenticate your session
with the server and in response the server will register your session then return you a valid token. This method
requires the CredentialsType which requires your apiEncryptKey and your apiPassword. This method will return
the CredentialsHandlerType which will return you a valid custld and cIntld. Once you have implemented this
method its result should be passed to every other method that you use in order for your session to be tracked and

authenticate you.

This method allows you to add a contact in Suite26. This method requires the ContactType. This method will
return an integer if successful and can produce a fault. You must pass the result from SetCredentials into the
credentials element for this function.
